Dimensionally stable 

Rockpanel boards are inherently very sta-

ble. The boards are resistant to dimensional 

changes caused by changes in temperature 

or humidity. They expand or shrink less than 

concrete and as a result they do not cause 

any tension in the construction.

Colour stable

Rockpanel board material is finished with a 

layer of industrial water-based paint. A meticu-

lous finishing process guarantees a smooth and 

even coloured surface to all our board material. 

The table shows the performance of Rockpanel 

boards after a Xenon weathering test of 3,000 

hours. 

Light weight

A standard 8 mm thick Rockpanel board weighs 

only 8,4 kg/m2, making it one of the finest  

products in the market to assemble on site.

Fire-resistant

Rockwool is the market leader in fire resistant  

insulation products. Rockpanel offers the same 

rock-solid guarantees. In the event of a fire, the  

mineral wool structure remains intact. There is no 

drop formation, guaranteeing a fire safe environ-

ment.

The orange 

symbolises the glowing mineral wool threads 

and is accentuated by the lighting under the 

grey layer.”
