Board joints:
Fascias & soffits – Maintain a 5mm gap on all vertical joints.

Maintain a gap of 5mm between the junction of the soffit board and the fascia board. 

Junction of Soffit and Wall: Maintain a 5mm gap between end of soffit board and external wall face.

50mm x 38mm softwood timber at maximum 600mm centres with 75 x 38mm timber at vertical board joints.  All timber to be treated to Clause G20 270
